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This Management Discussion of Fund Performance presents the portfolio 
management team’s view on the significant factors and developments 
during the period ended September  30,  2018, that have affected the 
ETF’s performance and outlook. If the ETF was established during the 
period, “period” represents the period from inception to the end of the 
fiscal period. For information on the ETF’s longer-term performance, as 
applicable, please refer to the Past Performance section of the report. In 
this report, “Mackenzie” refers to Mackenzie Financial Corporation, the 
manager of the ETF. In addition, net asset value (“NAV”) refers to the value 
of the ETF as calculated for subscription and redemption purposes, on 
which the discussion of ETF performance is based. 

Results of Operations

Investment Performance
During the period, the ETF returned 5.8% (after deducting fees and 
expenses). This compares with the Solactive GBS Developed Markets ex 
North America Large & Mid Cap Hedged to CAD Index return of 6.5%. All 
index returns are calculated on a total return basis in Canadian dollar 
terms. Investors cannot invest in the index without incurring fees, expenses 
and commissions, which are not reflected in the index returns.

The developed equity markets of Europe, Australasia and the Far East 
(“EAFE”) benefited from increased economic activity over the period, as 
the global economy expanded despite continued trade and geopolitical 
uncertainty. However, currency depreciation relative to the Canadian dollar 
significantly reduced returns in Canadian dollar terms. The European 
Central Bank kept its policy rate steady, but confirmed that it will conclude 
its asset purchase program at the end of 2018.

Through the period, the ETF invested all its assets in Mackenzie 
International Equity Index ETF (the “Underlying ETF”). The ETF uses 
derivative instruments to hedge its foreign currency exposure back to the 
Canadian dollar. Alternatively or additionally, the ETF may invest its assets 
directly in the securities that make up the index.

The difference in performance between the ETF and the index resulted 
primarily from management fees and other operating expenses, as well 
as from timing differences related to currency hedging and the valuation 
of the Underlying ETF versus the valuation of the securities that make up 
the index.

Over the period, changes were made to the holdings of the Underlying ETF 
to reflect changes in the composition of the index.

Net Assets
The ETF’s NAV increased by 3.9% to $1.0 million at September 30, 2018, 
from $0.9 million at March 31, 2018. This change was composed primarily 
of $0.1 million in net income (including dividend income) from investment 
performance.

At September 30, 2018, 35.6% of the ETF’s NAV was held as inventory by 
the ETF’s designated broker primarily for the purpose of sales to investors 
in the secondary market. As a result of these investments, the ETF is 
subject to large transaction risk as discussed in the Prospectus. Mackenzie 
manages this risk to reduce the possibility of any adverse effect on the ETF 

or on its investors, through such processes as settling transactions in kind, 
charging creation and/or redemption fees for transactions settling in cash, 
and establishing appropriate order cut-off times for transactions.

Recent Developments
Because the ETF is an index fund, neither market expectations nor recent 
developments affect the composition of the portfolio.

Related Party Transactions
The following arrangements result in fees paid by the ETF to Mackenzie or 
to companies affiliated with the ETF.

Management Fees
The annualized management expense ratio (“MER”) for the ETF of 0.25% 
during the period ended September 30, 2018, was slightly higher than the 
annualized MER of 0.23% for the period ended March 31, 2018. The ETF 
paid management fees to Mackenzie at the annual rate of 0.20%.

The management fee for the ETF is calculated and accrued daily as a 
percentage of its NAV. The ETF’s management fees were used by Mackenzie 
to pay for the costs of managing the investment portfolio of the ETF, 
including providing investment analysis and recommendations, making 
investment decisions, making brokerage arrangements for the purchase 
and sale of the investment portfolio and providing other services, licensing 
the index, and to pay for all costs and expenses (other than certain 
specified fund costs as more fully described in the Prospectus) required 
to operate the ETF.

Other Related Party Transactions
The ETF did not rely on an approval, positive recommendation or standing 
instruction from the Mackenzie Funds’ Independent Review Committee with 
respect to a related party transaction because it did not engage in any 
related party transactions.

Past Performance

an investment made on the first day of each fiscal period, or on the ETF’s 
inception date (January 29, 2018), as applicable, would have increased or 
decreased by the last day of the fiscal period presented.
